From 1956 until 1999 a total of 153
Collegians experienced one or more
years in this magnificent building,
designed by architect Rowland Rees.
It was bought by Sir John Downer in
1880 who lived there until his death
in 1915. The College bought the
property in 1924 and in the College’s
first year, all students and the Master
and Mrs Price lived together in the
House. In 1946, the second Master,
Mr Bob Lewis and his wife Betty
took up occupancy. As the College
has grown, students no longer live in
Downer House, yet it is still the centre
of lively student activity.
